Advance public notice of the Board of Commissioners meeting was posted on the County-City
Building bulletin board and the Lancaster County, Nebraska, web site and emailed to the media on
November 15, 2013.

The location announcement of the Nebraska Open Meetings Act was given and the meeting was
called to order at 7:01 p.m.

Copies of the Lancaster County Road and Bridge Construction Program Fiscal Year 2014 were made
available (Exhibit A).

1) PUBLIC HEARING:

A. One and Six-Year Road and Bridge Improvement Program for July 1, 2014, through
June 30, 2019.

The Vice Chair opened the public hearing and the oath was administered to those who wished to
testify.

Don Thomas, County Engineer, welcomed everyone to the Fiscal 2014 One and Six-Year Road and
Bridge Improvement public hearing. He highlighted completed improvements for Fiscal Year 2013,
offered general comments about the program and gave a summary of the 2014 program (Exhibit B).

Robert Davidson, 11300 Waverly Road, questioned who inspects roadwork once it is completed. He
noted rough spots in some of the completed projects. Thomas asked Davidson to call him so they
could discuss specific examples.

Dan Kubr, 10233 Saltillo Road, thanked the County for work completed on Saltillo Road.

Kwame Dawes, 5901 S. 77™ Street, discussed the need for paving along 1% Street to the Lincoln City
Church. He commended the County for grading work done so far.



Mike Cvitak, 7731 SW 56™ Street, thanked the County for work completed on Denton Road. He
questioned if there were plans to pave the section widened on SW 56™ Street. Thomas said there
were no plans to pave at this time but he would add it to the list.

Craig Kreiner, 10300 N. 27" Street, asked that paving be done soon on N. 27" Street between Arbor
Road and Waverly Road. He discussed the extra traffic with garbage trucks and noted a change in
the weight limit sign on the bridge near 3600 Bluff Road. Thomas said the weight limit could not be
changed without authorization and agreed to look into it. Kreiner suggested placing a three-way stop
sign at the intersection of Bluff Road and N. 27™ Street to reduce speeding in that area.

Paul Brauning, 15151 S. 46" Street, questioned when paving would be finished on SW 12" Street
between Saltillo Road and Hwy 33. Thomas said there are two miles left to pave in that area.

Michelle Fink, 11900 Havelock Avenue, expressed concern over an increase in traffic on Havelock
Avenue east of the Lancaster Event Center. Thomas said the road has already been graded and is
ready to be paved, but traffic counts are not high enough yet. He said traffic counts are generally
done for three days during the week, but special counts could be done if needed.

Jim Dalton, 16880 Old Cheney Road, questioned pavement plans for Old Cheney Road from 148™
Street to the County line. Thomas said traffic counts are high enough, but funding is not available.

Thomas recognized Art Althouse for his many years of attendance at the One and Six-Year Road and
Bridge public hearings.

Schorr noted a letter received from Malcolm Public Schools regarding roadwork on W. Bluff Road to
the east of the school and NW 12" Street between W. Alvo Road and W. McKelvie Road (Exhibit C).

Schorr introduced Pamela Dingman as the new County Engineer whose term will commence
December 14, 2013, following Don Thomas’ retirement.

Those present from the County Engineer’s Office introduced themselves.

Smoyer noted calls he received from constituents who praised the County Engineer’s Department and
discouraged consolidation with the City of Lincoln Public Works department.

Schorr recognized Don Thomas for his years of service to the County.
The Vice Chair closed the public hearing.

2) ADJOURNMENT

MOTION: Schorr moved and Raybould seconded to adjourn the Board of Commissioners meeting at
7:40 p.m. Raybould, Amundson, Schorr and Smoyer voted aye. Hudkins was absent. Motion carried
4-0.

Unfortunately, the upcoming1-6 year county road hearing falls on an evening where I
have a prior commitment. I am submitting this letter for your consideration on behalf of
Malcolm Public Schools. Please accept it in-lieu of my testimony.

As I peruse old documentation of previous 1-6 county roads hearings, it appears that a
stretch of West Bluff Road from NW112th-N'W105th was supposed to be completed a
couple of different times (2004 and 2006). Unfortunately, to this day, the asphalt stops
just east of the high school driveway. The amount of traffic that uses W. Bluff Road to
access our campus has increased substantially since 2006. Since our need has heightened
and we still do not have a completed road, we are asking for the county commissioners to
consider paving that stretch of road.

In addition, we are asking that the commissioners consider “rocking” and maintaining,
the stretch of road on NW 12", between W. Alvo and W. McKelvie. This is currently a
minimum maintenance road and is impassible for our buses, as we do not allow them to
access these roads. This action would save the district considerable time, distance, and
money.
