J. An agreement between the County and the Mediation Center for the presentation and 
facilitation of a training workshop for mediators in the Lancaster County Juvenile Justice 
System entitled “Basic Mediation Training and Restorative Justice and Victim Offender 
Dialogue with Juveniles”.

M. An agreement between Lancaster County and Great Plains Appraisal Company, on behalf of 
Wayne Kubert and Tom Kubert, to provide the services of a Referee Coordinator to coordinate 
referees who will hear all property tax protests for the 2010 tax year before the Lancaster 
County Board of Equalization.
