This letter should be considered a part of the City of Lincoln’s 2016-2018 biennial budget submission to
the Auditor of Public Accounts. The following information is not yet available but will be provided as
noted below.

* The Lincoln Electric System (LES) budget and the associated budget form are not included. LES is on
a different fiscal year and adopts their budget in November of each year. As a result, the 2016 budget
will not be adopted for a couple of months. This information will be provided by LES.

Piease note that in 2015-16 Budget Submission on page 2 Column 2, the 2012-13 column was actual and
the 2013-14 column was estimated amounts. In this 2016-17 Budget Submission, we are using actual
amounts for both 2012-13 and 2013-14.  Other than the items and explanations noted above, all
information is submitted at this time, including the Certification of Valuation for 2016, the 2016-18
Budget Resolution and the Mayor’s veto letter for the Council Budget, the Notice of Budget Hearing and
the Publisher’s Affidavit of Publication and a listing of the City’s interlocal agreements. The City Council
adopted a Budget on August 22, 2016 that was vetoed by the Mayor. They were not able to override the
veto by a S-member vote. Since the City Council was not able to adopt a biennial budget, the biennial
budget proposed by the Mayor was deemed to have been adopted by the City Council and is the basis for
expenditure during the ensuing biennial budget period and for the property tax rates for the ensuing
biennial period as per the Lincoln Municipal Code 3.06.040.

As discussed in prior years, there are a certain number of funds, by their nature, for which it is not
practical to set a fixed budget amount. As in the past, appropriations for these funds (but not a fixed
amount} are established in the text of cur budget resolution.

In place of the “Report of Joint Public Agency and Interlocal Agreements” form, we are submitting a
report of Lincoln’s many interlocal agreements. This report will encompass all of the City of Lincoln’s
interlocal agreements from 1987 to 2016. Any interlocal agreements prior to 1987 are listed on the
“Report of Joint Public Agency and Interlocal Agreements” form provided by the State. Access to
Interlocal Agreement documents is available on the City’s website. To reach the City of Lincoln City
Clerk’s website go to www Jincoln.ne. gov. Select “Government”, “City of Lincoln Departments”, “City
Clerk”, “Document Management Search”. From this page check “resolution”, “ordinance”, and
“executive order”. In the subject matter box enter “Interlocal.” The system will be able to query
approximately 2 years at a time. From the selected documents there are links to the interlocal agreement




documents themselves. As you know, Lincoln has a large number of interlocal agreements and your
willingness to tet us submit the information in this manner is greatly appreciated and saved a lot of time.

The following City funds are still used for various accounting purposes but are not shown anywhere in the
Budget Resolution for the following reasons. Inclusion of these funds in a budget document could be

misleading.

* Storm Sewer Fund, Capital Projects Fund, Sanitary Sewer Construction, Water Construction - these
funds are used for construction projects which are specifically appropriated on Schedule S of the
Budget Resolution each year. Capital Appropriations are ongoing for the life of the project.

* FEBA Reimbursement Account - this fund is used to receive contributions from empioyee’s paychecks
to allow them to receive part of their pay to be used for childcare and miscellaneous medical expenses
as pre-tax dollars. The amount of activity in this fund is totally under the employee’s control.

* School District Account - is used to accumulate the portion of fines collected that are for the School
District, which the City later passes on to Lincoln Public Schools.

WHEREAS, under the provisions of Section 25 and 253 of Article IX of the

Charter of the City of Lincoln and Chapter 3.06 of the Lincoln Municipal Code, the

proposed biennial budget for the City of Lincoln was submitted on July 18, 2016; and

WHEREAS, under the provisions of Section 26 of Article IX and Chapter 3.06
of the Lincoln Municipal Code of the City Charter, a public hearing on the proposed
budget was held on August 8, 2016 notice thereof having been pﬂb!ished in one issue of
the Lincoln Journal Star, a newspaper of general circulation in the City, more than five
days before such hearing; and

WHEREAS, all necessary changes have been made as to revenue estimates
and appropriation items.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Councii of the City of

Lincoln, Nebraska;

1. That pursuant to the provisions of Article IX of the Charter of the City of Lincoln
and Chapter 3.06 of the Lincoln Municipal Code, the biennial budget for the
fiscal years beginning September 1, 2016 and September 1, 2017, a copy of
which is hereto attached and made a part of this resolution as fully as if set forth
verbatim herein, is hereby adopted, and the several sums therein set forth to be
raised by the levy of a tax upon all taxable property within the corporate limits
of the City of Lincoln, Nebraska, the estimated balances on hand, the

miscellaneous receipts and all other funds and receipts are hereby appropriated

for the several purposes therein stated. That all money received in any of the
aforesaid funds in excess of the estimated balances and receipts set forth in said
budget shall be credited to the unappropriated surplus of such funds.

2. That the City Council, by adoption of the Capital Improvement Program (CIP) on
Schedule 5 of this resolution, hereby authorizes the acquisition of all necessary
right-of-way, easements, or other interest in land, by purchase if possible, by
condemnation if necessary, for those projects included within the first two years
of said CIP.

3. Pursuant to Section 2 of L.B. 989 passed by the Second Session of the Ninety-Fifth
Legislature, the City is authorized to increase budgeted restricted funds by the
basic allowable growth percentage of the base (2.5%) and allowable growth due
to improvements to real property as a result of new construction, additions to
existing buildings, any improvements to real property which increase the value
of such property, and any increase in valuation due to annexation and any
personal property valuation over the prior year above 2.5% expressed in dollars
and to utilize other lid exemptions authorized in L.B, 989 Such increase is
hereby authorized to the extent necessary to generate the revenues to fund the
budget, and any unused restricted funds authority is hereby authorized to be
carried forward to future budget years.

4, Upon affirmative vote by more than 75% of the City Council restricted funds for
Fiscal Years 2016-17 and 2017-18 shall be increased by an additional one
percent (1%) as provided by Neb. Rev. Stat. Section 13-519.

5. There is hereby appropriated all money now credited or which will be credited to
any Internal Service Fund, Pension Trust Fund, Permanent Fund, Agency Fund
and Enterprise Fund, now or heretofore created, notwithstanding any sum

limitations set forth in the budget attached hereto.



6. There is hereby appropriated ali money now credited or which will be credited to
the following Special Revenue Funds notwithstanding any sum limitation set
forth in the budget attached hereto: Lincoln Bike Share Fund, Responsible
Beverage Server/Seller Fund, Parks and Recreation Maintenance and Repair
Fund, Fast Forward Fund, Parks and Recreation Special Projects Fund,
Commision On Aging Gift Trust Fund, Charles Gere Library Fund, and Lillian
Polley Trust, Building and Safety Fund, Cable Access Television Fund, Disaster
Recovery Fund, Impact Fees Fu nd, Social Security Fund, Snow Removal Fund,
Title V Clean Air Fund, Unemployment Compensation Fund, Advance Acquisition
Fund as provide in Article IXB, Section 12 of the City Charter, 911

7. There is hereby appropriated all money received or to be received from the
County of Lancaster, the State of Nebraska, or the United States, as well as from
any grants, earnings from endowment funds, donations, or contributions
received for public purposes and the interest earned thereon, notwithstanding
any sum limitations set forth in the budget attached hereto.

8. There is hereby appropriated all money received from the interest income on the
investments of all authorized bond issue proceeds including bond anticipation
notes for the purposes for which said bonds and notes have been authorized to
be issued, notwithstanding any sum limitations set forth in the budget attached
hereto.

9, There is hereby appropriated all money now credited or which will be credited to
the Vehicle Tax Construction Fund created by Section 3.20.220 of the L.M.C.
(Vehicle Tax for street improvements) notwithstanding any sum limitation set

forth in the budget attached hereto.



10.  All receipts for on-street parking meter collections are pledged toward the
payment of bonds assigned for payment from the Parking Revenue Fund.

funds, including Federal Road Funds, all of which monies are hereby
appropriated and reappropriated for all purposes as authorized by State laws
pertaining to such funds, notwithstanding any sum limitations set forth in the
budget attached hereto.

The City budget is our plan for implementing the community’s vision of what we want Lincoln
to be. Thousands of residents over the years have helped us set the agenda for Lincoln’s future.
Their guidance so far has resulted in amazing successes. The next City budget must keep us on
that pathway forward.

The City Council has delivered its plan. The laws that govern the budget process provide that we
must now decide between the Council’s plan and the original budget plan offered by our
Admnistration,

Both plans emphasize keeping our community safe. The Council accepted our recommendation
to fund four new police officers and six new firefighter paramedics to enhance public safety.

Both plans commit, in differing degrees, to building the infrastructure that supports growth. The
Council supported our recommendations to invest in streets, water, and wastewater to spur
economic growth and job creation.

Fiscal responsibility is where the plans diverge. By avoiding the tough choices, the Council
majority threatens the City’s financial stability.

By focusing on the quick fix, the Council majority is ignoring long term issues that will create
permanent structural deficits:

The first issue involves the City’s telecommunications occupation tax. Rapid advances in
technology have changed consumer habits and increased competition. As a result, the City lost
$1.7 million for the 2016-17 budget and must be prepared for even larger reduced revenues in
the future. The Council had two choices to solve this gap: make responsible cuts or increase
revenues. They chose neither, ensuring future deficits.

Second, the police fire pension is consuming an ever greater portion of the general fund budget.
We had to put nearly $8 million in this year’s budget in order to meet our financial obligations.
When | first took office that number was only $3.5 million. The cost to the City has been

Y



increasing about $500,000 per year over the last ten years. This trend is likely to continue. Again,
the Council did not make sustainable cuts or provide a source of revenue to meet a challenge that
continues to grow.

Third, the Emerald Ash Borer will kil nearly all of the City’s 14,000 public ash trees over the
next several years. This crisis is staring us squarely in the face. The price tag is an estimated $2
million per year over 15 years. The Council’s budget does not adequately deal with the crisis.
We know from other communities that any delay now will cost us more in the future.

Finally, the Council’s plan removes $420,000 from the Administration’s budget that pays debt
service on new and replacement streets lights. The Council’s cut doesn’t eliminate these costs.
Instead their choice increases taxpayer interest payments and adds to future budget deficits.

The Council’s actions are the very definition of the old cliché, “kicking the can down the road.”

Other Council actions reduce transparency, accountability, and efficiency. These include the
Council’s last-minute decision to cut almost one-third of the Citizen Information Center’s budget
as well as the elimination of the City’s budget officer, and the removal of much needed modern
management software.

Another troubling aspect of the Council’s budget is its impact on the community most important
priority: public safety.

My budget included not just six additional firefighter paramedics but also a 7th ambulance. Both
are badly needed to provide faster emergency response to people in need and ensure better
medical outcomes. By taking the needed ambulance out of the budget, the Council is delaying
the right choice for our growing community.

I cannot in good conscience sign a budget I consider fiscally irresponsible. The Council
majority’s budget fails the community in four ways: it contributes to a long term structural
deficit; delays today’s obligations to tomorrow; reduces accountability, transparency and
efficiency; and harms our emergency response.

That’s why I am vetoing this budget.

Avoiding tough budget choices today only serves to make those challenges larger and more
expensive tomorrow. This threatens our ability to continue the community investments that have
made us a great City.

My record on this issue is clear: in crafting budgets, I have not relied on false solutions. I have
made the hard choices to both increase revenues and initiate major cuts, including more than 100
jobs since [ 100k office.

This balanced approach is one of the reasons Lincoln is touted by the 24/7 Wall Street website as
one of the best managed cities in the country. We have a triple A bond rating, a statement of our
commitment to fiscal responsibility held by only the most financially sound cities in the nation.



Owr reputation for financial responsibility provides numerous financial advantages to Lincoln
taxpayers. 1 cannot and will not jeopardize that reputation.

As | said last week, my oath to the people of Lincoln is to do what’s right for our future, even if
it isn’t politically popular. Failing to address problems and allowing them to get bigger and
more expensive is not doing what’s right for Lincoln’s citizens.

Now, the road ahead is difficult. Four elected officials of the Council’s majority support the
Council’s budget. And four elected officials, the Council minority and I, support the
Administration’s budget. We are deadlocked.

Fortunately, the law outlines what happens next in this case. When the Mayor exercises his
authority to veto the budget, the Council has the opportunity break the deadlock with five votes
to override the Mayor’s veto. If they cannot, the Mayor’s budget becomes adopted law.

I understand the City Council majority may be hesitant to vote for the property tax levy
necessary to support the adopted budget after my veto.

But the law is clear. If the Council does not have the five votes necessary to pass their version of
the budget, the Mayor’s proposed budget is the City’s adopted budget. The Charter states that the
adopted budget shall become the basis for the property tax rates for the ensuing biennial period.
That is how the law resolves the deadlock and allows us to move forward.

Some are questioning the legal opinion of the City Attorney’s Office that supports this position.
They suggest that the opinion is politically motivated. They say that other attorneys do not agree.

1 would remind them that the opinion was authored by one of the most respected legal minds of
our generation and a man whose integrity is beyond reproach. John Hendry was the Chief Justice
of the Nebraska Supreme Court before he became City Attorney. Anyone who knows Judge
Hendry knows that he would have resigned his position as City Attorney rather than author a
legal opinion with which he did not agree.

| believe the current language provides a clear and fair process for our citizens. However, if
Council members think the law should be changed for future budgets, they can take the steps to
change it. That is the American way. But until the City Charter 1s changed, we all must follow
the law. That 1s also the American way.

I am confident that the City Council majority will do their duty and follow the law. [ am
confident that the budget adopted will best serve the citizens of this community. And [ am
confident that after putting this budget issue behind us, the Council and [ will work together to
continue moving our community forward. That is the Lincoln way.
