drainage and flood management 
system and measures to achieve state 
and federal water quality standards; 
such bonds to be issued in one or 
more series, to be dated at the time 
of their issuance, to become due 
and payable on such dates, to bear 
interest at such rates, and to have 
such other terms, all as may be 
fixed by the city at the time of their
