GENERAL OBLIGATION BONDS

“Shall the City of Lincoln, Nebraska, issue its general obligation bonds in the principal amount of not to exceed
$6,300,000 for the purpose of paying costs incident to engineering, acquiring, constructing and/or furnishing
improvements and betterments to and extensions of the City’s storm water drainage and flood management system
and measures to achieve state and federal water quality standards; such bonds to be dated at the time of their
issuance and become due and payable on such dates, bear interest at such rates, and have such other terms as may
be fixed by the City at the time of their issuance; and “Shall the City cause to be levied and collected annually a tax, in
addition to all other taxes, upon the taxable property in the City sufficient in rate and amount to pay the principal of and
interest on said bonds as the same become due and payable?”

In compliance with Section 32-811 R.R S. Nebraska Statutes in those cases where the names of candidates properly
filed for nomination do not exceed two candidates for each vacancy to be filled, the candidates shall be declared
nominated and the races/candidates will not appear on the primary ballot.
